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| will never leave you or forget you.
Hebrews 13:5

God created us and we are precious to Him. He will always love us. People in life can often let us
down and make us feel unloved. But God will never get too busy for us or forget about us. His love
for us is perfect.

Greet the children and introduce yourselves. Then explain the rules:
1. Stay sitting in your seat (unless you get chosen for the game).
2. The whistle means silence.

Sing to the tune of ‘How much is that doggy in the window?’ We sing, “| will never leave you or fordet
you”, then do 2 claps. Then, for ‘the one with the waggly tail,” we sing, “Hebrews chapter 13 verse
5”. Then sing it through agdain. You could also get them to sway in time. Singing the memory verse
is a great way of memorising it. However, junior kids sometimes feel silly joining in so we tend to
just do this with infants. For older kids, get them to shout it and do the claps.

Relay Race: Getting Ready For School

You will need: a table, 2 bi¢ white shirts, 2 ties, already tied with a big¢ loop that can't slip, 2 bi¢ blazer
type jackets, 2 comedy wigs.

Put the table in the middle with all the outfits in two piles. Choose 3 boys and 3 girls. Stand the two
teams either side of the table, far enough away so that they have a run-up to the table. Choose one
kid from each team to stand still and get dressed up. When you say go, another team member has
to run to the table and first get a shirt, run back and put it on their friend, then they tag the third
player who goes to get the next item on the list: tie, then jacket, then wig. The winners are the first
team to complete the relay race and have their person dressed and ‘ready for school’!

Go over the two assembly rules: everyone stays sitting in their seats, unless they are chosen for a
game and the whistle means silence. Have a practice with the whistle to see who can be the quietest.
Show the rewards. These may be sweets, stickers or toys. Explain that the best two children during
silent seats will be awarded these at the end of the assembly.

The Fiery Furnace. Daniel chapter 3 verses 1-27

You will need: A King’s outfit (robe and crown), a large hoop with crepe paper flames attached to it
and an angel outfit made from a white sheet. (Choose 1 person to narrate the story and the other to
act as the king)

Today’s Bible lesson is about three mates called Meshach, Shadrach and Abednego. They learnt that
God never leaves us and never forgets about us. (choose # kids to come and act out the story, 3 as
Meshach, Shadrach and Abednego and 1 as the angel) They lived in a land ruled by the bossy King
Nebuchadnezzar. (The King steps forward and begins to strut around. He dramatically mimes the
things the narrator is saying) Now King Neb thought that he knew best. He loved telling everyone
what to do and making up rules to boss people around. One day King Neb was bored, and he thought
to himself, “I need a new idea to show everyone I'm boss!” He thought and thought and then he
came up with an idea. “l know, | am gonna make a huge gold statue and then order everyone to bow
down to it and say it is their God.” Well, when the three lads heard the new rule, they were not
happy. “There is no way we are going to do that. We only worship our God.” (help kids to pull faces,
shake head and shout “no way”) Well, when King Neb heard he was mad! “Who do these lads think
they are?! Not obeying me?! Throw them into my fiery furnace, that will teach them!”

Well kids, they were in trouble now. They would die in the furnace. (kids get into hoop with flames.
They can hold it at waist height so the audience can see it) But you know, there was someone who
hadn’t forgotten them and hadn’t left them. (Ask the kids if they know who that might be?) That
someone was God. Kids, you are not going to be thrown into a furnace like Meshach, Shadrach and
Abednego. But we all face times when we are scared and upset, when life feels really hard. Maybe
someone you love is really sick, or perhaps you have been bullied in school, or your parents might
have split up or perhaps your friends have let you down and gone off without you. Sometimes we
can feel we are all by ourselves. But | want you to know today that there is someone who is always
with us even when things are hard and that someone is God.

Let’s find out what happened in the rest of the story (as the narrator says this the other person should
help the fourth kid into the hoop dressed as an angel) The King was watching them in the furnace
when suddenly... “Hey, hang on a minute, | put 3 men in there but now there are four!”, he shouted.
Kids, God hadn’t left the men alone; He had sent an angel to protect them. When the king brought
them out, they were all fine and there wasn’t a single burn on any of them. (‘rescue’ the kids from
the hoop) God had looked after them. And kids, today | want you to know, just like God was with
these three men, God promises to be with you too. He wants you to know that He loves you so much
that He will always be with you, because you are so precious to Him. So remember God’s promise
to us today, Hebrews 13:5 says: “I will never leave you or forget you”

We have included 2 object lessons. Time constraints will mean that normally you will only have time
for one. The first one is more suitable for infants. The second one is more appropriate for juniors.

Waiting For Dad

You will need: a table, plate, bread, margarine, jam, knife. Also school uniform i.e. shirt, tie, blazer,
and remember to wear a watch! (You need one person to act as the kid and one person to be the
narrator)

Kid: Oh, I'm dead excited! Schools over and this evening my dad is coming to take me out.
I've been looking forward to this all week. We are going to have the best time ever.
First we are going to McDonalds for our tea. I'm going to have a Big Mac and fries and
a milkshake, oooh, and maybe a Mcflurry too. Then we are going to go to the cinema.
Oooh, | can’t wait! My dad is coming to pick me up at 5 o’clock. You know, I've just got
time to make my dad his favourite butties. He loves jam butties, I'm going to spread
on lots of jam (act out making the sandwiches and hum along cheerfully as you do it)

Well now, let’s see, oooh, it’s past 5 o’clock now so he should be here any minute. I'll
just go and get my shoes on and get my bag ready (keep looking at watch with a worried
expression). Oh dear, he is a bit late, but he has borrowed his mate’s car, especially
so he can take me out (looks at watch again). He’s really late now, it’s nearly 6 o’clock,
but I'll bet he will be here in a minute. He never lets me down. (sounds sad) Well, only
sometimes...

Narrator: Kids, has that ever happened to you? Somebody that you love has let you down? It
may have been someone in your family or even a friend. They seem to have forgotten
all about you. It's a really horrible feeling isn’t it? You know sometimes people don’t
even do it on purpose. Sometimes even people who really love us make mistakes and
let us down. But it doesn’t stop you feeling sad does it? Well | want to tell you today
that there is someone you can totally rely on. He will never ever let you down and that
is God. God will never get too busy for you. He will never stop loving you and move
onto loving other people like friends sometimes do, no way. He will never leave you
by yourself. That is because God isn’t like other people. Kids, God says that He will
never leave you or forget you. In fact He promises you that. And kids ,when God makes
a promise He never breaks it.

Engraved On tis ttand

You will need: a marker pen. One worker to be person A and the other to be person B. Write down
one or two of the children’s names that you know, discreetly as they come into the hall, on your ri¢ht
hand.

A: HiyaJane. How are you doing? It’s great to see you. And how is your husband Dave
these days, is he well?

B: Err,mynameisn’t]ane, it’s Jenny. Your memory isn’t great, is it? | mean, we only saw
you last Sunday.

A: Oh,lam sosorry!

(‘A’ continues) Kids how embarrassing was that. You know, I've started to do that all the time. | often
forget people’s names even though | know them. But | have found a great solution for things I think
I might forget. Do you know what | do? It’s really simple. I just it down on my hand. (get a pen and
write down the name on your left hand)l am not the only one who writes things down on my hand.
The Bible says that even God writes things down on His hand. Now God doesn’t do that for the same
reasons as me. He isn’t forgetful and doesn’t write down things He needs to remember from the
shop! He doesn’t write down reminders to Himself. No, God writes down things which are really
important to Him. He writes down something that He loves so that He’s got it in front of His eyes all
the time. Do you know what that important thing is? It is your name (open your hand to show some
names of the children in today’s assembly, written on your palm in marker pen)

The Bible says that, if you have asked God to make you His child, then He engraves your name on
the palm of His hand. Do you know what engraving means? It means writing something in a way
that can never be rubbed out. If you ask God to make you His child then your name will be on God’s
hand forever. So you can be certain that today’s memory verse is true. Let’s say it together: ‘I will
never leave you or fordet you’
